2. Why didn’t Pilate think Jesus was guilty or deserving of death?

Jesus wasn’t guilty.

Jesus didn’t deserve death.

Pilate didn’t know enough about the situation to make a ruling.
Pilate’s wife gave him clues (see Matthew 27:19).

Religious disagreements aren’t reason enough to kill someone.
Jesus had no power.

It was fine to punish Jesus, but killing Him was taking it too far.

3. What did Jesus mean “My kingdom is not of this world” (vs. 36)?

Christ’s kingdom is in heaven.

His kingdom is so different from worldly kingdoms, they have to be compared.
This challenged Pilate’s perspective of what truly matters.

It wasn’t a threat to Pilate, his power, or his position.

His kingdom includes much more than just this world.

The territory Christ wanted was the hearts of people, not their land.

It operates on opposite purposes and practices.

The power players of this world come and go; Christ is eternal.
