1. The vision in Daniel brings to mind:

Impacts earth and also heaven.
Seems to succeed.
Is Satan.
Is a tool of Satan.

4. What did Gabriel reveal in his interpretation of Daniel’s dream?

The sanctuary, symbolizing God’s presence, would soon be rebuilt.

hat grabs your attention in Daniel’s prayer (9:4-19)?
How he praised God in his prayer.
Daniel identified with God’s sinful people—“we” instead of “they.”
So much repetition.
Confession—we did wrong and got what we deserved.
One prophet (Daniel) read the writings of another prophet (Jeremiah).
A big “ask” —for God to act so the sanctuary would be rebuilt.
. How he based his request on God’s reputation and undeserved mercies.
. Daniel had been in Babylon for nearly 70 years.

hat understanding did Gabriel give Daniel at their second meeting?
. God thinks very, very highly of you!
. You're thinking of 70 years; I’'m telling you about 70 x 7 (490) years.
God is telling you how much time He’s giving the Jewish nation.
. The sanctuary will be rebuilt.
After the sanctuary is rebuilt, it will be destroyed again—horrible!
Daniel might have understood this, but | don’t.
. The Messiah/Anointed One is coming!
